Mission Statement by CVS UK and affiliated organisations

•   Ashram. -the facts unequivocally demonstrate that there are some people among the Indian community who are bent on stopping the development of our old and ancient ashram at Amritsar. Their shameful behaviour and anti-Valmiki sentiments are causing grief to our community whose only wish is to see the whole site fully developed. A lot of hard work and efforts have so far failed to achieve this amicably.
But our resolve to achieve our goal are unshakeable.

•   Reservation, -the latest judgement by the high court was a small setback to our progress. This issue is a serious matter which will require thoughtful consideration.
We understand there are a handful of people for reasons, best know to themselves, who have set out to treat Valmiki’s as second class citizens. They started the smoke and built the fire and now they seem to have got their fingers burnt. We will keep the fight going until the reservation is restored back to normal.

•   Religious Progress, -since independence our community has mad some progress in this field. Outside of India, our communities have been able to build temples and centers to facilitate the social and religious needs of our people. There are increasing international concerns by our NR.1 sabhas to improve the situation. At present we feel the rituals in our temples are inconsistent and are not meeting the aspirations of our young people. In view of this consideration the CVS UK in collaboration with other organisations has embarked on a project to unify all Valmiki’s by a set of common values, rituals and beliefs. To promote religious awareness about our revered texts Yogavasistha &Ramayana we held two day international seminar at Patiala in Feb. 2003, in association with Punjabi University which was great success. To keep the momentum going follow up Two Day International conference was called at Aston
University in April 2005 to raise more awareness about the traditional values of both the Yogavasistha and Maharamayana and also raise issue of Bhagwan Valmiki Ashram Amritsar. In addition CVSUK for the last three years took devotees to Paris and Italy to participate in the celebrations of Bhagwan Valmiki’s Ji Birth anniversary and lend all moral and financial support to our sister sabhas. 'Numerous visits have
also been made by our NRl delegates to India to have interactions with various organisations who are already engaged in propagating the religious education among our young people. .

•   Education. -Dr Ambedekar once remarked that education is the only route out of poverty and depravation. He himself was a shining example for millions of down trodden people who came to know and venerate him. During his years of struggle, he fought for equal rights for India's poor masses. His endearing personality had a far reaching impact in particular millions of backward classes. CVS UK still strongly continues to hold up his ideals of education, organisation and fighting for your right.
The subject maybe vague for some at this present moment in time but our Sabha is working hard with other organisations to see that our children get the education to eradicate illiteracy .To empower our children with education and knowledge is an investments in our communities future which will reap dividends far beyond economic benefits

•   Our pledge. - As in the past we shall continue to speak fearlessly on behalf of our people concerning all the relevant issues with the concerned authorities here and abroad. We all need to unite and focus on the real issues. Now there is nothing to be gained on past mistakes and bickering. We will require the commitment of everyone to ensure that we succeed. You can be sure that we will continue to justify your
confidence in us. We in the CVS UK are working closely with our partners to resolve all the issues peacefully with intelligent debate. To achieve our aims peacefully and through democratic means we have had some fruitful meetings with the chief Minister of Punjab, his cabinet ministers, parliamentarian and member of legislative assembly from time to time to resolve the outstanding issues. We shall continue to press ahead with our agenda with their help and support.
